The following reflects what has been targeted for divestiture during FY 2005-2006 and FY 2006-2007:
FY 2005-2006
· Fuller Program: ABLE/ADS

Publish RFI for licensed ADVP providers in February 2006. Determine interest/capacity to accept consumers currently being served in ABLE and ADS. Work with providers and consumers such that transition would occur no later than June 30, 2006 (Number of providers for contract would be based on funding availability and capacity to meet consumer needs)
· PSR- Psychosocial Rehabilitation Program

Publish RFI/RFP after January 2006; select provider such that transition would occur no later than June 30, 2006 (One provider)

· Adolescent substance abuse services to target population clients-state funded (i.e. Selected and Indicated Prevention, MAJORS, Child Substance Abuse) Publish RFI/RFP after January 2006; select provider such that transition would occur no later than June 30, 2006

· Lakewood Group Home

Residential Services to be divested and clients transitioned home or to appropriate level of care no later than March 31, 2006. (One provider)
· Thomas Bacote Residential Treatment Facility 
Published RFP in December 2005 and will select provider. Target date: March 31, 2006 (One provider)

· Adult and child mental health and substance abuse case management (This service will longer exist as it will be included in the new service definition of community support.)
FY 2006-2007
· Outpatient adult and child mental health treatment to target population clients- state funded (Publish RFI for providers to serve state funded mental health clients after January 2007; select provider such that transition would occur by June 30, 2007).

· Outpatient adult substance abuse services to target population clients- state funded. (Publish RFI for providers to serve state funded substance abuse clients after January 2007; select provider such that transition would occur by June 30, 2007).

· Roxie Avenue Facility Based Crisis Services
