	Review and Approval of Minutes
	The February 26, 2009 CFAC minutes were reviewed with one amendment.  Pg. 3 Announcements, Eric F. clarified that relational agreements between CFACs and their local Area Boards are not required but are being may be required in the future.   A motion was made by LaVern O. to accept minutes with amendment and Bert. B. seconded the motion.

	Information Sharing
	Lavern O. shared that the Housing Book was a good resource and passed book to Thea D.
Sharon Y.  spoke to the committee in regards to the Developmental Disabilities Resources link on the CCMHC website.  She informed the committee that the website hyperlinks resources that provide waiting list information and forms.  Sharon Y. requested the assistance of committee members with finding resources in the community in order to get consumers and family members’ perspectives.  She also asked if volunteers from each disability group review the website and offer input.  
Negative experiences with the Mobile Crisis Team were discussed and Hank D. advised that Customer Services be utilized when problems arise and that the issue should also be addressed at the Public Forums.

	Updates and Announcements
	Hank D. spoke and informed the committee that a CC LME hosted Legislative Breakfast is still on hold.  He also informed the committee that he met with the Area Board Chair, Louis Collazo, in regards to the Relational Agreement that was forwarded to Hank D.’s office in October 2008.  The Executive Committee will be notified of the agreement and a joint meeting with CFAC will be requested.  Hank D. also discussed a proposed Walk-in Program at Roxie in which Southeastern Regional will assist with an on staff psychiatrist by telepsychiatry for consumers. A clinical person will need to be present with the consumer.  A new nurse has been hired at Roxie and once another is hired the remaining 3 beds can be used in order to operate at a full capacity of 16 beds.  Hank D. also discussed the upcoming CIT Academy coming in May 2009 and the upcoming Drop In Center.   A 3 way contract with Cape Fear Valley Medical Center to add more beds to prevent consumers from going to state institutions has been proposed.  There are currently 12 to 13 inpatients being served but there is a capacity of 24 to 36.  Hank D. announced that 8 million dollars has been appropriated by legislation for the program but Cape Fear Valley Medical Center Board members do not want to operate at full capacity.  First Health out of Southern Pines can take Cumberland County consumers and Brynn Marr has shown interest in assisting with providing the service as well.  Joan H.  suggested contacting CFVMC Board Members and voicing disagreement.
