Although Sheila L. was unable to voice her concerns the question of why can’t CAP waivers be tied to SSI benefits which would mean no waiting lists or gaps in services was voiced by another attendee.  Another attendee inquired why hearing aides can not be paid for by CAP waivers since neither Medicaid nor Medicare will pay for them.

L. also shared some information about the March 27, 2009 Eastern Regional CFAC Meeting in Greenville.  She informed the committee that needs assessments were discussed by Mike Kupecki. Shared that CFAC will be added to the May 2009 Provider Meeting’s Agenda.  During the meeting they will give each present provider 20 copies of the Gaps and Needs Survey. A mass e-mail for providers with the survey attached will be sent to those that were not present.  It was suggested that 1 survey be handed out to those present, e-mails to those that were not present and follow-up reminders to all providers at a later date.  Members did agree that providers would be given until the June 2009 Providers Meeting to address the feedback from consumers in regards to the survey.
