Notes from May 28, 2009 cancelled CFAC Meeting

The May 28, 2009 CFAC Meeting was called to order at 5:40p.m. by CFAC Co-chair, Thea D.  While waiting for the arrival of other committee members Alejandro V. distributed a copy of the DHHS Criteria for Determining Level of Response to Incidents Report and asked that any requests for copies be made to him.  Alejandro V. also passed a rough draft of the letter he composed in regards to Bill 933 and the request for youth representation on the CFAC Committee to the Honorable Representative Verla Insko.
After waiting a few minutes longer it was agreed that the meeting would be cancelled due to the fact that only 5 of the 18 CFAC members were in attendance and according to the CFAC by-laws at least half of the committee needs to be present for a vote to be made.  The present members did agree to stay and discuss current issues.    

INFORMATION SHARING/ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Bert B. expressed his disturbance with current budget cuts which will only fund a CIT trained officer for one shift at Roxie.  He also shared that it has come to his attention that staff at group homes are calling the police when consumers are acting out instead of intervening themselves.  Bert B. shared that some Fayetteville Police officers are scheduled to attend the June Providers’ Meeting.

Alejandro V. informed members that he needs the LCFAC to SCFAC Survey turned into him at the June 11, 2009 meeting.  He also announced that Ellen B. has resigned as a CFAC member due to her hectic schedule. Alejandro V. announced that due to his schedule he would no longer attend the People w/ Disabilities Meeting at the Kiwanis Rec. Center on the 3rd Wednesday of each month.
Lillie H. and Alejandro V.  shared some information in regards to cell phone discounts for low-income individuals. 

Lillie H. also informed present members and staff that during the last Transportation Meeting it was announced that bus routes 6, 12 and 14 will have extended hours and that there will be 8 new buses in August 2009.  Joan H. announced that she called the city to voice her concerns about the routes with the extended hours and offered some alternative suggestions.

Thea D. questioned if it was appropriate for CFAC to hold fundraisers and Alejandro V. interjected that all proceeds would go to Myrover Reese and Women w/ Children.  Eric informed her that since CFAC is included in the county’s budget there would be no need to have fundraisers and that such activity would not be in accordance with the statute. 

Eric F. explained that his role is to be there for CFAC in terms of compliance, clarification, efficiency and empowerment.  He raised the question of whether meetings are being run efficiently and informed and praised present members and staff that CC CFAC is the only CFAC in the entire state to hold two meetings a month and that the committee might want to consider meeting once a month while subcommittees meet separately with the hope that attendance at CFAC meetings would increase.  Other alternatives were discussed such as meeting in the mornings, restructuring meetings and making sure that meetings coincide with getting on the Local Area Board’s Agenda.  The topic will be placed on the June 11, 2009 CFAC Agenda.
