Bert B. announced that CIT (Crisis Intervention Team) Training for Fayetteville Police officers starts June 24, 2009.

	Information Sharing


	Area Director, Hank Debman, distributed a letter he composed to Cumberland LME Providers in regards to the drastic MH/DD/SA cuts being proposed by members of the NC House of Representatives.  He asked that the providers communicate and contact legislative delegations and voice opinions about cuts.  Mr. Debnam informed everyone that 300 million dollars has been restored to NC DHHS budget and the restoration is a direct reflection of the over 4000 messages received a day in regards to the budget cuts.  Mr. Debnam also attached a Cumberland County Legislative Delegation List with contact information to the letter. He advised members that they could approach CCMHC staff about access to a phone if they needed to do so.  Members were also advised to send written concerns individually in order not violate HIPPA/consumer privacy regulations.  Lillie H. voiced that she would speak with individuals that attend PSR about writing letters in regards to budget cuts and Thea D. expressed that she would voice her concerns about the services that are to be cut.
Members discussed the scheduling and structure of future meetings.  A vote was put on the table to determine if CC CFAC would continue meeting twice a month or once a month and the majority voted to keep the meetings at twice a month.  It was also agreed by members to structure the meetings with committee issues discussed as a whole instead of breaking out into individual subcommittees.
Nathania H. informed members and staff that a State Funds Data Analysis was held on June 3, 2009 to review authorization guidelines related to the use of state funded services for CAP-MR/DD waiver recipients. The recipients’ who are currently receiving services from both funding sources will be evaluated to determine how best to meet the individualized needs of consumers.
