	Welcome and Introductions
	The meeting was called to order at 5:35p.m. by CFAC Chair Alejandro V. and Co-chair Thea D.  Welcome and Introductions were made with 10 committee members, 1 guest and 4 staff representation present.
	

	Review and Approval of Minutes
	The August 13, 2009 Minutes were reviewed with a correction of the word Electronic on pg.2 3rd sentence in the Updates and Announcements Section.  It was also noted that the minutes heading required the date 8/13/09 and an agenda adjustment of August 27, 2009 as well. Bert made a motion to accept minutes with amendments and the motion was seconded by Sheila L. and Lillie H.
	The approved minutes with amendments will be forwarded to the MIS Department to be posted on the CCMHC website.

	Recruitment
	Alejandro V. advised members to continue handing out brochures and applications.
	

	Subcommittees
	The CFAC by-laws were discussed and Bert B. questioned who would be appointed the unbiased nonprejudicial party in case of an appeal and it was voted and unanimously agreed upon by the quorum to omit the appeals section in the by-laws. Terms were also discussed and Eric F. informed everyone that documentation of terms did not start until 2006 and that each term is equal to 3 years.  Eric F. also advised that quorum should be put in place of present members. The quorum also discussed absences by members and it was agreed that contact would be made after two consecutive absences.  
	

	Updates and Announcements
	Eric F. announced that there will be a 40 million dollar cut in state services with a 2.8% cut to the Medicaid provider rate.  There will be a 2 year freeze on CAP/MR/DD services and the state will report to the General Assembly regarding the development of a 4 waiver/tier structure.   Within the CAP Supports Waiver efforts are being made to develop a Self Direction Waiver for those on the Support Waiver. Eric F. also discussed the elimination of community support services by July 2010.  1,600 to 1,800 adolescents are being affected by the termination of Level III and Level IV Placements.   Eric F. shared that Wake County will track all of their adolescents (160-180) 10% of the state total to document outcome results and Sandhills will follow suit as well.  Case Management will change to Integrated Case Management in the near future.  There are currently 13 types of case management and the goal is to consolidate definitions among the six divisions for which case management exists.  Patricia B. questioned how many consumers can a case manager have and Eric F. informed her that he did not believe that there was a law but he would look into the matter.  
Thea D. inquired about the letter that was forwarded to The Honorable Representative Verla Insko, House of Representatives dated May 28, 2009 in reference to House Bill 933 § 122C-170, clause (b), lines six and seven of page two that reads:  “Family members of consumers of mental health, developmental disabilities and substance abuse services.”  The letter requested the consideration of youth 16 and older be able to become CFAC members by representing an adult family member in the areas of MH, DD or SA on any CFAC.  Eric F. informed everyone that House Bill 933 will not be in short session and had been dropped at this point.

Thea D. and Alejandro V. announced that they will attend the September 2, 2009 Area Board Meeting.

Alejandro V. announced that there could possibly be another PSR in Cumberland County.  Lillie H. explained that PSR stood for Psycho-Social Rehabilitation and what services they provide.  She informed everyone if they wanted more information they could contact Irish Williams at 910-435-0812.

Nay H. provided an overview of the 4th Qtr SFY 08/09 Cumberland LME Quarterly Compliant Report.
