	Eric F. discussed the NCDHHS October 15, 2009 Memorandum: Mental Health, Developmental Disabilities and Substance Abuse Related Admissions in Community Hospitals Emergency Departments focusing on the reason for the increase in admissions for people with Developmental Disabilities since the 08/09 fiscal year.
Eric F. discussed NC’s budget and informed the quorum that Governor Purdue has allotted 15 millions dollars to be disbursed among North Carolina LME’s.  When Eric F. inquired about what portion of the monies would be received by Cumberland County LME Nay H. informed the quorum that the proposed budget for Cumberland County LME was approved. The Association of Self Advocates of NC, INC (ASANC) will be holding a meeting in Greensboro, NC on October 31, 2009 and are looking to fill vacancies for board members.
