Eric F. discussed November 22, 2009 Implementation #63 emphasizing that all community support services will be phased out by June 30, 2010.  Critical Access Behavioral Health Agency, a new category of provider agency, was discussed as well.  Concerns with how higher standards and higher quality are going to be met was voiced by the quorum.
Eric F. announced that Dorothea Dix patients are now transitioning to Central Hospital in Butner.  Later in  2010 the facility will be operating with 121 beds.
As of October 26, 2009 Level III Placements is down to 63 which is about 42% reduction.

Eric F. also informed the quorum that once he receives the report on the summary of the LCFAC to SCFAC surveys he will forward the findings.  He also reminded the quorum to evaluate the kind of relationship they would like to have with the SCFAC.
Partners in Policy Making applications are due by December 1, 2009 for 2010 membership. Partners will attend eight, two-day training sessions, in Raleigh, NC.
