Discussed the 1915 (b)(c) expansion Waiver and eligible qualified LMEs.  April 14, 2010 is the deadline for applications.  There are 6 LMEs that are eligible and are able to put forth an application. Notification will be on July 1, 2010.
 CABHA, Critical Access Behavioral Health Agency.  Michael Watson spoke at State CFAC – Division Update ;

(1) No money for Initiatives.
(2) Increase in Community Inpatient 3 way contract.
(3) CABHA – Letter of Intent, Attestation – (meet requirements) outline what is needed to meet the criteria to be ready.  By April 1, packets must be received.  22 providers have passed the desk review (handout in packet for website). No new letters of intent will be accepted, all requirements must be met in order to begin on July 1, 2010.
The CABHA definition was approved in Feb. 2010; Case Management and Peer Specialist definitions have not yet been approved. Reminder that CABHA does not impact the Developmental Disabilities Services. Implementation Update # 70 (handout) reviewed. Note: LME’s will need to assist in the transition of consumers from those agencies who are not certified as CABHA prior to the July 1, 2010 deadline.
There are possibly four providers in Cumberland who have submitted packets to become a CABHA.
