	Master M. shared his experience with a consumer needing to go to Cape Fear Valley Medical Center Emergency Room and being discharged in the early morning hour without transportation and nowhere to go.  Master M. inquired if the ER should be required to contact MH/DD/SA consumers’ provider to ensure needs are being met.  Dorothy J. expressed that MH/DD/SA consumers’ care and discharge methods at CFVMC’s ER are a big concern.  Joan H. shared a personal experience with a visit to the ER at CFVMC along with what consumers could possibly experience as well.  Eric F. informed the quorum that other CFACs and LMEs are coming up with scenarios and providing comparisons of the cost for one night in jail versus finding other discharge alternatives.  Dorothy emphasized that communication is the key and if consumers could effectively communicate with the hospital staff and doctors and offer more background information it could result in a better outcome.
Rebecca P. inquired about how consumer transitions will be handled by agencies that are aware that they will not become CABHAs.  The quorum was ensured by Nay H. that Debbie Jenkins along with Quality Management staff are aware of agencies that will not become CABHAs and proper notification is being provided along with notification of a need for transition.
